the back of the work.  Artwork may be brought to the PAC between 4 and 6 pm on Tuesday, March 3. 
3. A student may enter only two pieces, any media.  Art deemed objectionable will be excluded. 
4. Artwork must be original work of the student, not copied from magazines or other sources, completed 

during the high school years. Artwork that has won previous years’ competitions may not be entered. 
5. 2D work must be matted, ready to hang.  3D work must have a pedestal or some other means of display.  

All work needs to be of a reasonable size, easy to display.  Space is limited! 
6. Entrants and parents/guardians expressly agree, by participating in this competition, to release and hold 

harmless the Henry County Board of Education, the Henry Arts Alliance, Meadows & Macie and their 
employees, the Kiwanis Club and volunteers from any and all liability arising out of this event.  

7. Awards will be presented during the Kiwanis Talent Showcase; winners will be notified by phone on 
Friday and are encouraged to be present to receive the check. 

8. Artwork will remain on display at the Performing Arts Center, after which it will be returned to the artists.
